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For most of the time I was growing up just outside of Washington, DC, I was con-
nected with exactly one Jewish institution: our synagogue. I may have had a vague 
idea that there was a Jewish day school and a Jewish nursing home. Very occasion-
ally, we went to an event at the Jewish Community Centre. As a high school stu-
dent, I was required to attend services at Orthodox, Conservative, and Reconstruc-
tionist synagogues, so I discovered they existed too. But mostly, my entire Jewish 
development was shaped by Temple Sinai. 
 In those years, the DC metropolitan area had a Jewish population of about 
100,000. There were enough Jews in the region to afford us the luxury of ignoring 
them. Even if 90% of Washington’s Jews had chosen to restrict themselves solely 
to synagogue life, the Jewish institutions that kept the community running would 
still have been able to function and even to flourish. 
 Adelaide’s Jewish population is 1% of the size of the Jewish community 
in which I grew up. Those of you who moved to Adelaide from elsewhere will 
have encountered a similar lack of disorientation on realising just how few Jews 
there are in this lovely city. If 90% of Adelaide’s Jews choose to restrict ourselves 
to synagogue life, we will lose the fibres that subtly, crucially link us together. It 
really is up to us. 
 Opportunities to get active in the larger community are many and varied, 
and there should be something for everyone.
