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It is with great pleasure that I have given to the Abraham Tversky Library at Beit Shalom Synagogue a First Edi-
tion Prayer Book printed and published in London in 5620 – 1860, with leather binding tooled in gold.  The book 
is “Volume II of Festival Prayers, Service for the Feast of Weeks, according to the custom of the German and 
Polish Jews, containing the whole of the prayers with new English Translation by the Rev D A De Sola, Minister 
of the Congregation of Spanish and Portuguese Jews, London”. 

 
This book originally belonged to my maternal great 
grandparents Alfred and Rebecca Myers.  In c1990 
it was purchased by Andrew Steiner at a book sale 
held when the Adelaide Hebrew  
Congregation moved from the Synagogue in Syna-
gogue Place off Rundle Street East, Adelaide, to 
the newly built Synagogue at Glenside.  Andrew 
gave the book to me. 
 
Alfred Myers was born in London on 1/1/1843 and 
was six years of age when he arrived in South Aus-
tralia with his parents John and Raechel Myers, nee 
Levy, on 13/2/1849 on the “Glenelg”.  Later gen-
erations changed the spelling of Raechel to Rachel. 
 
In 1870 in Adelaide Alfred married Rebecca Hains 
(born 1854) in Adelaide. 
 

In 1873 Alfred was a hawker, by 1876 he was an 
auctioneer.  By 1879 he had become a hotelkeeper and by 1881 he was a pawnbroker in Adelaide.  He owned a 
large amount of property in the south western section of the City of Adelaide.  Myers Street, which runs off Sturt 
Street, is named after him.  Alfred served as a Councillor on the Adelaide City Council for 19 years.  One of his 
sons, Albert, later represented Grey Ward, as had his father, on the Adelaide City Council.  Uncle Bert, as I called 
him, served on the Council for 23 years. 

 
Alfred died in Adelaide on 30/3/ 1909.  Rebecca also died in Adelaide, on 2/8/1920. 
 
Alfred and Rebecca’s daughter Rachel (Ray) married Solomon (Sol) Saunders on 26/2/1901.  Their third daughter 
Elizabeth (Betty) married Walter Lewis Bridgland on 9/4/1929 at the Adelaide Hebrew Congregation Synagogue 
in Adelaide.  They had two children, Margot and Michael.

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Beck’s Hebrew name, Boaz Eph-
raim, is named after my father’s 
mother, Blanca Silberstein, and my 
mother’s Uncle, Fred Jacobs.    
 
My grandmother who my sister 
Adina and I called Babciu after I 
butchered the Polish word for grand-
mother, Babcha, was probably the 
world’s greatest grandmother.  She 
was first a foremost a survivor.  Bab-
ciu was in her mid twenties and 
newly married in Krakow Poland at 
the start of WWII.  Although I was a 
child she did occasionally open up to 
us about her Holocaust experiences 
which included stays in 3 different 
concentration camps and left very 
visible tattoos on her left arm which 
she did not try to hide.  Babciu lost 
her parents, 2 sisters and her hus-
band.  She was a true survivor and a 
very strong woman.  Babciu raised my 
father alone in a poor part of Manhattan, after my grandfather died 6 years after immigrating to America.  When she 
could not afford summer camp for him, she went and worked in the kitchen so he could go too. 
 
As a grandmother I think of my Babciu as fun and silly.  She would always come to visit our family from NYC with 
“valise” in hand and play endless games with us.  Although she was immaculate and her hair was sprayed with every 
piece in order she didn’t mind our little game of UNO which included the rule that should Adina or I hit the last card 
in our hand and yell out UNO! She would have to act surprised and duly mess up her own hair which sent us both 
into complete hysterics over and over again.  When we would get out of control and act up she would try to get our 
attention by saying to us in her thick accent “Vait a minute”!!  So of course Adina I adopted that as our own mantra 
regularly saying it to one another and to her, which of course made us all laugh.  I loved to make coffee and rye toast 
for her in the morning and watch as she did her self up and put on the hoards of big bobbley jewelry that we lived to 
play with. 
 
As a teenager I recall spending days with Babciu sitting at Holocaust reunions of sorts at a table marked “Krakow” 
where we would sit and wait to meet other survivors from  Krakow in case they should actually be someone that she 
knew or perhaps spent time in a camp with someone she knew.  I know I made her really proud as a teenager when I 
wrote a poem about her and her survival and I won a prize for it in a local contest in Philadelphia.  In fact just by liv-
ing on and being Jewish I know I made her proud.  Beck appears to be getting her steely blue eyes and her ability to 
talk and talk.   Babciu’s nickname was “The Hock” from the Yiddish term “Hock mier en chinik”: which is literally 
to "bang on my tea kettle." In other words, to make a lot of noise for no good reason, or yammering on about non-
sense.  Her ability to do this was uncanny, particularly as she aged and became virtually deaf to others.  Babciu died 
in January 1995 and Andrew and I chose to name Beckett after Babciu to elevate her place in heaven – but I can’t 
imagine she isn’t on the highest rung already.     
 
Beckett’s Hebrew middle name is after my Great Uncle Freddy.  Fred was my Grandfather’s favorite brother (he had 
plenty to choose from)  - my grandpa even chose for my mom to be born on Dec 18th which was also Fred’s birthday, 
hoping that the telegram would reach him during WWII as a birthday surprise on the day.  I think of my Uncle Fred 
as one of the warmest people in the world.  He gave out the biggest hugs and had the best smile which could not fail

to make other people smile in return.  After retiring to Fla, Freddy took an Xmas holiday job in a Department store 
working on the perfume counter.  He was so well loved by the ladies it became a regular gig for him.  Fred was very 
excited when I moved down under and met an Aussie man as he had spent time during WWII in Perth and loved the 
Australian people for their own warmth and friendliness.  So I know he would be pleased to have another little Aus-
sie named after him.
